St Paulõs 

Kilrea, St Colmõs Draperstown 

and St Pius X, Magherafelt have 

all won national titles in the last 

few years.  

Derry Schools GAA is on the 

rise thanks to the hard work of 

teachers and coaches alike. It is 

vital that Club Derry continue 

with our investment in the 

schools programme and con-

tinue to support these key life-

lines of Derry GAA.  

òThe development of our 

youth, both physically and 

socially, is the cause of our 

schools and the cause of 

Derry GAA.ó 

The recognition of this fact, 

combined with a detailed stra-

tegic vision for the develop-

ment of GAA in Derry, has led 

Club Derry to invest heavily in 

the Schools Coaching Pro-

gramme.  

This level of service has gradu-

ally been increased over the 

past 3 years. At this stage, 

Derry have 14 full time 

coaches in place providing 

services such as physical liter-

acy coaching to children at key 

stage 1, Gaelic Games coaching 

to key stage 2 and secondary 

school pupils, GAA foundation 

and child protection certifica-

tion to sixth form students, 

professional development for 

teachers and supervisors and, 

of course, a substantial pro-

gramme of games and blitzes in 

As chairman of Club Derry, I 

want to stress the importance 

with which we view Schools 

GAA in our county.  

Derry Schools have a proud 

record rivaled by few on the 

Ulster stage. Through our con-

tinued investment in the vision 

that Derry County Board has in 

this area we are seeking to en-

sure that this vital sector con-

tinues to flourish as it has been 

doing over the past few years. 

Success is coming at schools 

level once more and it is a great 

credit to all who take part in 

the system. Credit must go to 

teachers and coaches within 

schools, and to the 15 full time 

members of the coaching staff 

who ensure that the ground 

work is being done at primary 

level. Success at schools level 

drives successful clubs and vice-

versa.  

Recent history has taught us 

that for Derry to be successful 

as a county on the wider stage 

at club and inter-county level, a 

positive experience gained by 

players in Ulster and Vocational 

Colleges is a must.   

This year sees òThe Oak Leaf 

Cycle Slamó take place in the 

final week of August and involves 

many of our coaches undertaking 

a grueling round-Ireland cycle in 

ten days in a bid to raise funds 

for this cause. 

I would appeal to the wider pub-

lic to get behind the efforts of  

the schools coaching program.

It first 

started in Cavan in 1982, when 40 

teams participated, and it has grown 

immensely to the stage when 

shortly, for the first time, Derry 

GAA will host 160 teams on the 

weekend of 2 - 4 July.  

Speaking ahead of the big event, 

Chairman of the Derry Féile organ-

ising committee Patsy Mullan says 

òPreparations are continuing 

throughout the county, including 

Derry City where the parade will 

take place on the Friday night, andó 

it is great to see the anticipation 

sweeping across the city and 

throughout all the clubsó.

take place over the weekendó.  

As excitement builds up to Féile 

weekend, the county hosted a fan-
